It's

newer than the Missouri map we have, but is very disappointing. Many of the smaller roads are not

labeled at all. Some are labeled with numbers only, when the signs use a name instead of posting

the number. I count on maps like this to navigate through rural areas, and this map was quite a

disappointment. Please update and add the names to ALL of the roads!

I had a 1996 version of the Illinois Atlas and Gazetteer and as you can imagine, it was really used

and beat up. I was very glad to get a newer version and updated. Unfortunately, these gazetteers



are no longer published and that is a shame because there is nothing like looking at a map, a big

map and looking to see where you can go. Google Maps doesn't suffice or compare for this type of

use. I guess that is progress, maybe.
